the mixer.

3. Hold the appliance above the 
container in which you previous-
ly prepared the ingredients for 
whisking or mixing in an inclined 
position, pointing the base of 
the container.

4. Run the appliance moving the 
operation button gradually (5) to 
desired speed level.

5. When whisking/mixing is com-
pleted, move operation button 
(5) to "0" position and wait for it 
to stop completely.
